Sorry, I have done this before about 3 years ago, and I tried the method in this forum using the union query in the edit prompt option on the properties tab of the object in the universe.  I know I must be missing a piece somewhere so here’s what I have.

I created an object “ALL” in the universe whose value is “ALL”.  I associated it to the table Client, which is where I have the object Client ID I wish to have a prompted query filter on in the report.
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The prompt should give me the option to select ALL or one or many Client ID’s.
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  I created a union query in the universe with ALL in query 1 and Client ID in Query 2.
