Optional Prompt in XIR2:   Use of ‘ ALL’ in LOV.

In this example we have class “Store details” (from the Outlet_Lookup table)in the universe eFashion and Name of manager object with type = character.

1-  Add “ALL Managers” object to class Store details in eFashion: 

I add it as a Detail object associated with the object Name of manager, but it doesn’t have to be.
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Note:  “ ALL” only works for character fields; for number fields you will have to use a dummy number such as -99999, something that will not be confused with an actual value for that field.  

In Object “ALL Managers”:
In Select pane put:  “ ALL”  (have space first so that it shows up first in LOV).

Click on Tables button and select table to associate the object with.  In some databases you can use the Sys:Dual table.  If that table does not exist (such as in Teradata) you can select the table where the filter object (Name of manager) exists.  In this case: Outlet_Lookup
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2- On Name of Manager  

Click on Properties tab and check “Associate a List of Values” and “Export with universe”.
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Click on Edit tab.

Click on Combine Queries icon button.  The default is union query.  In Query 1 select the “ALL Managers” object that you created above.
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 In Query 2 select the object to be filtered (Name of manager). 
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  You can also click on the SQL button to see the SQL that was created.

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3- Create Predefined Condition Filter in Universe:
In the universe pane of eFashion, at the bottom, click on the Yellow Funnel icon.

Right click on the Store details Class and click on “Condition” (also yellow funnel icon).  Name the condition “All Managers Prompt Filter”.

In Where window put:

Outlet_Lookup.Manager In  @Prompt('Enter value(s) for Manager:','A','Store details\Name of manager',Multi,Constrained,Persistent, ‘ ALL’,User:0)
 OR

' ALL' In @Prompt('Enter value(s) for Manager:','A','Store details\All Managers',Multi,Constrained,Persistent, ‘ ALL’,User:0)
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Note: If the Name of manager were numeric, the code in the Where window would be as follows:

Outlet_Lookup.Manager In  @Prompt('Enter value(s) for Manager:','N','Store details\Name of manager',Multi,Constrained,Persistent,-99999,User:0)
 OR

-99999 In @Prompt('Enter value(s) for Manager:','N','Store details\All Managers',Multi,Constrained,Persistent, -99999,User:0)
Note: For more information on extended @Prompt syntax (the last 3 parameters in each of the prompt statements above) see:

Briefly, “Persistent” means the prompt will store the last value used, ‘ ALL’ or -99999 is the default value, and “User:0” specifies the order in which the prompt will appear when there are multiple predefined prompts (User:0 comes first, then User:1 and so on).

4- Export Universe eFashion and, in your report, drag All Managers Prompt Filter into Query Filter pane of Edit Query.  
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Run the query.  Your prompt should show up with ‘ ALL’ as the default value.
