1. Create a Dimension object for Profile name(Profiles with Full Access (Mgmt))

2. Create a Condition object for Profile name (Profile Name (Mgmt))

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3. In the Condition pane of the Profile name Dimension object ((Profiles with Full Access (Mgmt))) there is a separate condition object names “Public Profiles (Mgmt)” used (as can be observed in the above snapshot)
Definition of that is:
Table_Name.BO_NAME  LIKE @Prompt('Profile Name (Enter Begin Chars to Search): ','A',,mono,free) || '%'

Then finally for the report just drag the Profile name condition object (Profile Name (Mgmt)) in the condition pane of the report.
