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FACT join to AR_Star_Security.  In this example, we join on SourceID & FinanciaDivisionID.  It sounds like you would join on LocationCode.   AccountName in our example is the same as BOLoginName referenced in the email.  It should be the same name as they use to login to BusinessObjects Infoview.
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@Variable(‘BOUSER’) is a special variable in BusinessObjects.  It corresponds to the users login name.   You create a self join on the AccountName field and set it equal to that variable.
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You can select additon tables to cause the use of
speciic joins in the generated query:

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You must now edit each objects from the fact table, click the Tables button on the objects properties windows and while holding down the Ctrl-Key, add the security table.

NOTE:  You may also need to add the security table to your contexts if you use them.
